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Background



At the beginning of the previous (PECO Panel) project, information was collected by the project manager from each of the 11 participating countries. This was summarised in a series of identity cards.



Member states of the European Union have supplied information annually to Eurostat to demonstrate convergence to the Regulation on the harmonisation of business registers for statistical purposes. At least, the Czech Republic, Hungary, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Slovakia and Slovenia  have also completed this questionnaire. Other countries may wish to consider doing this.



Furthermore, in 1997 ten of the countries participating in the PECO Panel project  provided information in relation to an examination the quality of national accounts in (European Union) candidate countries. 



The latest  summary information for the ten candidate countries that is available from Eurostat is presented below. This information also appears in the detailed publication of the A survey. The GDP per capita in ECU in 1996 also appears in the publication for B2.

For the ten countries for which information has been provided independently by Eurostat (i.e. excluding Albania and FYROM), the population estimates are consistent. Also, with the exception of Romania, the GDP per head in ECU are consistent with those provided by Eurostat.

The figures for non-farming enterprises, essentially the coverage of the PECO Panel survey, are often quite different from those estimated in the survey itself. 



The figure for the number of legal units/ enterprises on the business register will include all businesses (including farming and non-active businesses marked as active). It would therefore be expected to be higher than the estimate of live non-farming enterprises. 



The table also includes information as to how far local units are covered and what types of units are excluded from the register. It is possible to extract more detail from the responses to make further comparisons.

2.1 The first Statistical law was accepted  in 1993. The new Statistical law was accepted in 1997. Also in our country was accepted the law on Administrative Business Register. Statisticians have an access to this Register. We have regular information about new registrations, liquidation, reorganisations and changes in juridical forms and addresses. 

Statisticians have an access to files of Privatisation Agency and Revenue Service. The quality of those registers are low and practically those files are not used in Statistics. The Taxpayer’s register in the  Revenue Service is in the stage of development and we hope that in the next year we will have an access to this register in a normal way. There is a disparity between the law of Statistics and the law of the Taxpayer’s register. The law of Statistics determines an access to each piece of information in  every Register but the law of the Taxpayer’s register allows to disseminate only information about the fact of registration of enterprise in this register. Discussions are continuing.

There are included all legal units (including agriculture).

The Business Register in Latvia includes a specific form of natural persons named an individual enterprise.  This individual entrepreneur is responsible for the activities  of his enterprise with all his property.

	5. The staff of the regional offices takes part in the register’s surveys - keep and codify questionnaires. Recording of those questionnaires are processed in the central office.



Currently the Latvian business register holds information on approximately 100 thousand enterprises. At present, a register unit is also a legal unit. We receive information about the start-up enterprises, their liquidation, changes in their names and forms of entrepreneurial activity from the administrative register which is under the subordination of the Ministry of Justice. Our register holds all legal persons irrespective of their kind of activity (NACE division). Apart from these, there is also a special group of institutions in our register financed from the central or local government budget but not registered at the administrative register. Information on these institutions is received from the ministries and local governments. The register also includes natural persons who in accordance with the country’s legislation are registered in the State Enterprise register. The register does not include natural persons who operate on the basis of patents (licences) and whose activities have not a regular character. 

At the moment of registration an enterprise has the right to register all kinds of activity it intends to pursue (these can be 10 or more). Actually the enterprise does not know which of the activity kinds will be its start activity. That is why we enter the main activity code into the register only after a half year (sometimes even later) when we have conducted a special register survey and got a reply from the enterprise that it has started operations and indicated its main kind of activity. Up until the register survey, the register has no information about the main kind of activity.

The main problem is to identify the actually operating enterprises. The available information from other registers does not give an answer to this question. The most annoying problem is the necessity to interrogate the dormant enterprises several times to find out whether they have started or resumed activities; the number of such enterprises is very high. The reason why we cannot get information from other registers lies in the fact that the registers in the State Revenue Service and other institutions are not yet  fully computerised and are in the stage of evolution. The law permits to extract information but the information is simply non-existent.

With regard to updating, we have no access to information in other administrative registers (taxpayers register, social security register) and the only source for register updating is a special  register survey and the data we obtain from regular statistical surveys. Apart from these, for updating (especially in respect of operating enterprises) we make use of various indirect sources of information such as advertisements in newspapers and information at the disposal of those institutions that issue licences for performing selected activities.

There is not yet a separate file on enterprise history in our register although we have done some preparatory work to establish this file. Currently we fix information about enterprise restructuring whereby an enterprise becomes the successor of another enterprise’s liabilities and obligations. We put a special mark in the register to enterprises  undergoing  this process and henceforward, for example, we replace the liquidated enterprise with the new one in our statistical surveys. In this way we have a guarantee  that the number of enterprises in the regular survey is not decreasing. We have not solved the problem  of what to do if two or more enterprises are established as a result of a split in the liquidated enterprise. 

The development plan for our register also intends  to include  the local kind of activity units in the period 1999-2000. We are currently studying the situation to estimate the possible number of LKAUs in operating enterprises and to find out whether it is possible to obtain data about these units and to identify the location of LKAUs (it is sometimes problematic to establish the precise address of such small units) and so on. For this purpose we are preparing a special file. Currently data on LKAUs are obtained through a special annex to the questionnaire for the regular or one-off survey (not more often than once a year, of course). It is hoped that this year we will succeed in collecting these annexes from 30 thousand enterprises. This information will be used for the construction of the database. 

The only source of information for any statistical survey is the statistical business register. It is an obligatory source for all statistical branches and regional offices. The lists of surveyed enterprises for all the main statistical surveys are compiled by the Register Section following the instructions of the Section of Statistical Organisation and Methodology. The sample of enterprises for one-off surveys is made in the involved section on the basis of register data.

The register is available for examination to any statistical section but the sections are not allowed to make any corrections or additions in the register. Corrections and additions are made only by the Register Section in a centralised way. This refers to any field of register information such as the sector, ownership and activity codes, area code and so on. In this manner we ensure comparability between various statistical surveys. This procedure also provides a feed back. Every collector of data is obliged to inform the Register Section about the detected deviations from the register information. Here a decision is adopted whereby  the respective  changes are made without delay with time factor taken into account ensuring the comparability of data. The questionnaire forms all have a  space left where the enterprise can enter its mailing and office address, telephone and fax numbers, the revised enterprise name and registration number. Thus register data are updated by means of statistical questionnaires.

If a sector statistics section deems necessary to change the branch of main activity of the enterprise, the following procedure must be observed. If the necessity to change the sector cannot be disputed, the correction is made immediately. If disagreement arises, the decision is taken by the work group consisting of  the heads of the respective department, Sections of Statistical Methodology and Organisation and the Register Section. In this country, the top-down method according to net turnover has been adopted as the basis for establishing the sector but in doubtful cases this method is supplemented with an analysis of  preliminary VAT values.
