Subject of the Contract


In accordance with the conditions defined in the present contract and in the framework of the PHARE multi-country pilot project “CEC Pilot project on Demography of SMEs”, the Contractor will conduct :


a representative sample survey of enterprises that entered during 1998 in his enterprise register (survey B4).


The survey shall be carried out in accordance with the timetable and the specifications applicable to all countries involved in this project.


The terms of reference in Annex A and the timetable in Annex B form an integral part of this contract.


Duration of the Contract


The present contract will take effect from the date of signature and will have a performance of nine months.


Reports


The work performed by the contractor will be subject of a report to be written in the English language and transmitted to CESD-Communautaire in two copies. The report shall cover in detail the work carried out by the Contractor in the conduct of the survey.


The address for submission of reports to CESD - Communautaire shall be as follows :

Fixing of Price


The maximum amount of the contract for the Contractor’s conduct of the survey is settled at 


8 x [ sample size] = [  ] Euro


This sum will cover fees, any taxes that may be liable, namely VAT and all non-reimbursable expenses to be paid for by the Contractor, including production and transmission of the reports.


Article 5 : Method of payment


a) First payment


After signature of the contract by both parties, CESD-Communautaire will make an advance payment of 25% of the maximum amount.





b) Second payment


After the actual start of survey B4 and approval of the first survey progress report by Infostat/Eurostat D1, CESD-Communautaire will make a payment of 25% of the maximum amount for survey B4 to the Contractor.





c) Final payment


After the file with the results of survey B4 (including imputed values for item non-response) has been checked by Infostat, CESD-Communautaire will make a final payment for survey B4 in accordance with the instructions provided by Eurostat D1. This payment will be calculated as follows:





for each enterprise selected in the sample but found inactive in the register, and therefore not surveyed: 2 Euro


for each other enterprise surveyed: 4 Euro





Preconditions:





(1)	The percentage of enterprises to be surveyed for which the state of activity could not be checked, does not exceed 3%. If it does, the Contractor is obliged to provide a written report explaining the reasons and describing the activities undertaken to reduce this percentage. The criterion for acceptance of this report is that the Contractor has proved to have undertaken everything which reasonably can be expected of him to keep the percentage less than 3%. CESD-Communautaire will not proceed to the final payment before this report is accepted by Eurostat D1.





(2)	The file of results is transmitted not later than two weeks after the deadline (see Annex B). For each additional delay of transmission the amount of the final payment will be reduced by 2.5% per week. This reduction may not exceed 50% of the final payment.





Eurostat will be responsible for calculating payments.


For each payment, CESD-Communautaire shall transfer funds to the Contractor’s bank account, after receipt of 





an original invoice from the Contractor with contract reference code and specification of the Contractor’s bank account (all payments)


and original documents needed for each payment as described in Article 5 :


contract countersigned by the Contractor (1st payments)


approval of progress reports by Eurostat D1 (2nd payments)


instruction from Eurostat D1 (final payments)


Upon reception of each invoice, CESD-Communautaire will notify the Contractor by fax or e-mail.


Missions


Mission costs are not included in this Contract. Each mission to be undertaken by the Contractor shall be initiated by a separate confirmation letter from CESD - Communautaire to the Contractor, detailing the purpose of the mission, the conditions of travel and the reimbursement procedures.


In particular, the Contractor will accept to stay at the place of mission during week-ends if necessary, thus enabling CESD-Communautaire to benefit from reduce air fare tickets.


In the event of a conflict between, on one side, the provisions of one or several confirmation letters and, on the other side, those of the Contract, the first will prevail.


Tax Provisions and Insurance Premiums


The Contractor will be fully responsible for the payment of his taxes and social contributions for the entire period of the Contract, as well as for the payment of his insurance premiums, and, in particular, as regards health and accident insurance valid within all countries to which the Contractor is assigned. CESD-Communautaire does not bear any liability regarding any accident, whatever its cause, which the Contractor may suffer along the duration of the Contract, including in the event that such accident be linked with the Contractor’s work as carried out within the framework of the Contract.


Responsibilities of the Contracting Parties


In no event may CESD-Communautaire, for any reason whatsoever, be made liable for any damage incurred by the Contractor himself or any person belonging to its personnel or any damage caused to third parties by the Contractor or his personnel. No claim whatsoever aiming either at being granted an indemnity or repairs and relating to such damage may be accepted by CESD-Communautaire.


Secrecy


The Contractor undertakes to refrain from using or disclosing to any third party whatsoever any fact, information, knowledge, document or other which may be communicated to him or of which he may have had knowledge during the execution of the Contract, as well as any result of his work. These obligations will remain in force after the execution of the present Contract.


The Contractor will desist from using unpublished or pre-publication official information without having first obtained the express permission of CESD-Communautaire.


Property of data


The survey results of the Contractor (without the confidential micro data) are the joint property of the Contractor, of Eurostat and CESD-Communautaire. Each party may use or publish them in any form without having to obtain prior authorisation of the other parties. 


Force Majeure


In the event that the performance of the tasks entrusted to the Contractor is rendered impossible due to reasons of force majeure, the Contractor will not be entitled to the payment of any sum of compensation; the partial execution of any one of the tasks will entail a remuneration  pro rata for the tasks executed. 


Cancellation of the Contract


Each party to the Contract may terminate the Contract in its entire discretion by two weeks notice, without being bound to pay any indemnity in this regard.  In case CESD-Communautaire cancels the Contract, the Contractor will only be entitled to pro rata compensation on the basis of the current execution of the Contract.


In the case of a serious failure on the part of the Contractor regarding its mutual understanding obligations, which failure being notified by CESD-Communautaire, the Contract may be cancelled at any time by registered letter without prior notice or any payment of an indemnity by CESD-Communautaire.


In the event of a cancellation of the Contract in accordance with the provisions set above, no payment will be due except as regards tasks actually executed up to the date of cancellation, in which event the amount due is calculated by previously deducting any payments already made.  In case the payments made prior to the cancellation exceed the amount finally due, the excess balance must be fully repaid to CESD-Communautaire by the Contractor within 60 days of the receipt of a request of such repayment.  In the case of a failure to repay within the required period, the amount owed by the Contractor will bear interest at the rate applied by the European Monetary Co-operation Fund to its operations expressed in ECU, published in the Official Journal of the European Communities, C series, in force at the time of the expiry of the period provided for the repayment.


Transfer of the Contract and Execution of tasks by Third Parties


The Contractor may not without prior and express authorisation from CESD-Communautaire transfer all or part of the rights and obligations issuing from the Contract nor subcontract (including in part) the execution of the tasks entrusted to it, nor substitute in fact any third party to this same end.


Even in the case whereby CESD-Communautaire, authorizes the Contractor to transfer all or part of the Contract, the Contractor will not be freed towards CESD-Communautaire of any obligation incumbent upon it by virtue of the present Contract.


Except by express authorisation granted by CESD-Communautaire, the Contractor is bound in the event of a transfer of all or part of the Contract, to include in each subsequent contract concluded with third parties, all and any provisions allowing CESD-Communautaire to exercise the same rights and to benefit from the same guaranty towards the said third parties as it does towards the Contractor.


Other Provisions


The Contractor will maintain, both during the Contract and after its conclusion, absolute discretion as regards actions performed, documents or other information which he has had access to by reason of his activities or during their execution.


Throughout the whole of the Contract period, the Contractor will act on behalf of CESD-Communautaire in accordance with the standards expected of a consultant of the Contractor's level of qualification and experience and in accordance with the instructions given.


The Contractor agrees to observe the laws in force in Central Eastern and European countries. The Contractor will observe the strictest neutrality as between opinions or trends of opinion, especially political or religious.


The law applicable to this Contract is Luxembourg law.


The Contractor should indicate his agreement to these conditions by returning to CESD-Communautaire a original of this Contract endorsed by the date of signature, the words "read and approved" and by his signature.

Terms of reference





1.	Introduction





Twelve Central European Countries (CECs) have decided to set up jointly with the help of Eurostat the “CEC Pilot Project on Demography of SMEs” as part of the PHARE multi-country programme. The general methodology of the panel and the surveys have been decided jointly. The project consists of two sample surveys and making estimations of the total SME population for two years:





two annual B surveys on the enterprises newly created in the years 1997 and 1998, called the B3 and B4 surveys;


making estimations of the total SME population for the years 1998 and 1999.





This annex provides the terms of reference for the B4 survey. Under the terms of this contract the Contractor will undertake:


    


to conduct a representative sample survey of the enterprises entered in 1998 in its enterprise register in accordance with the timetable (see Annex B) and the specifications applicable to all countries involved in the project;


to transmit the individual survey results, rendered anonymous (without name, national identifier and precise address) to Infostat, for the comparative processing of the results from the twelve countries involved;


to carry out the imputation for item non-response and transmit to the same body a file with the results of imputation;


to transmit to the same body a file, rendered anonymous, reflecting the situation in the national register on the survey reference date of the enterprises included in the surveys;


to compile and transmit the statistical tables required for extrapolation and analysis of the results of the surveys on magnetic medium in accordance with the agreed specifications.





Infostat in Bratislava, the central body for preparation, technical support, central processing and preparing the results for publication, will undertake:





to supply full project documentation and survey specifications;


to provide technical and methodological support by supplying software for the selection of the sample, the acquisition of the results of the surveys, the preparation of the records and tables to be transmitted by the statistical offices to Infostat for processing the surveys;


a copy of the survey results files will be returned to the statistical offices after checking and adjustments for national processing of the results.





2.	Services to be provided by the Contractor





2.1	Selection of panel sample and transmission of derived statistical table





The Contractor will select the sample for survey B4 in accordance with the methods and strata which have been defined.  The sampling fractions will be provided by Eurostat D1.


The Contractor shall transmit on magnetic medium and in accordance with the agreed specifications a statistical table derived from the sampling frame.





In case of area sampling in rural areas, the Contractor should increase the sampling fraction at least by a factor of 1.1 for units in rural areas. In other cases the Contractor may decide to increase the sampling fraction. In each case he will bear fully any additional costs incurred.





2.2	Transmission of survey reference data





The Contractor will transmit to Infostat:





a statistical table derived from his enterprise register on the survey reference date;


a file of individual data, rendered anonymous, of the enterprises contained in the sample of survey B4;


a file with the results of the imputation of the item non-response;


data derived from the sampling frame (at 1 January 1999) and from the register on the survey reference date.





2.3	Transmission of survey results and reports





The statistical office will transmit to Infostat a file of the survey results (individual data rendered anonymous), together with a report on the conduct of the surveys. Two copies of this report shall be sent to CESD-Communautaire in compliance with Article III of this contract.
