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Introduction

The B4 publication will take the same form as B3. The tables are based on the imputed data sets, with the following amendments:

· Using a re-imputed file for Bulgaria, we have one unit confirmed as genuine with large employment: 2382 total for unit number 295. We have reduced the weight to 1 for this unit as it appears to be an outlier with no other units in the population of new registrations.

· Using the original file for Lithuania, there is one large unit (900 total employment for unit 34). This is a valid unit but the employment is wrong, representing the whole enterprise group, not just the company selected. We have reduced the employment to 300 (full-time 293 and part-time 7), which is the employment of the next largest unit in the sample. This is similar to reducing the weight to 1 (another option).

· Using a re-imputed file from Slovenia (to deal with missing activity start dates), we have changed unit number 578 from active to inactive (IACTIV=0) and the reason for inactivity to 2 (dormant). This was an error in the way the business answered the questionnaire.

This paper contains the full set of tables:

· Lithuania shows no units with legal form 6 but many with legal form 5 (as for the B3 survey)

· A few active units are classified to size category (12 cases: Czech 3, Estonia 5, Hungary 1, Slovakia 3)

· Some dates are missing for active units (10 cases: Bulgaria 7, Czech 1, Estonia 1, Slovakia 1). Although RCD (register creation date), RRD (register start date) or RO10 (register close date) are present on the file, we have chosen to leave this as missing (as for B3)

The commentary will include the 1997 discussion and a discussion for 1998. Comments for 1996 will be dropped from the country sections.

FYR of Macedonia will require special treatment. We propose a separate summary section that includes data for the whole survey (the stock at 1 January 1999) and a copy of the new enterprise statistics for 1998 (see annex D).

In the publication the following tables will be produced. All of the following tables are weighted by EWEIGHT. Active units are defined as IACTIVE=1

Tables 18 – 21 are not limited to any specific type of unit in the set of draft tables but consideration will be given to generating them for B4 based on sole proprietors and partnerships (legal forms 1 and 2). Table 20 will combine the primary and other basic education for Albania.Table 22 is not limited to any specific type of unit in the draft but consideration will be given to generating it for legal entities (legal forms 2 to 8) only.

A full set of these tables has been prepared (doc58tabs). The results are similar to those from B3 (new registrations in 1997). The tables are currently in draft form and have not been fully checked. Some data changes will need comment. In particular: Table 14 – major differences in percentage with foreign capital in Romania and Slovenia

The publication will also include a copy of the B4 questionnaire (annex 2).

The calculation of number of enterprises created in 1998 is based on the assumption that the number of late registrations in each year is the same (ie is the sum of RY 08,18,28,38). The estimate for the number of units created prior to 1995 has been adjusted (as were previous estimates) by including the number of active units recorded in the B4 survey with IACTDATE prior to 1995. Estimates of new registrations have also been adjusted for late births in 1995, 1996 and 1997. Table 1 will be revised further.

GDP estimates are official Eurostat figures, except for Albania and Republic of Macedonia (national estimates). For information the conversion rate to the US $ for 1998 was 1 ECU (Euro) = 1.121 US $.
